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Article to Submit to Medical Advisory Committee 26 January 2004
Dear sirs,

I am not quite sure why you invited me to this meeting. I certainly
have some advice. This is based on experience since 1963. I was

one of many doctors creating the crisis in medical care in 1975

that led to California’s MICRA crisis, now cited as a model to lesse
malpractice insurance. After suing "my” hospital in 1979 for a “sham
medical peer review a five year wait ensued until 1 could listen to
my accusers admit in court they knowingly lied. I knew of 10 lies
before trial and the jury totaled up 36 !! So much for the concept
of honest medical peer review. Even the administrator admitted he
knowingly lied. This was a punative damage award which usually means
the liars have to pay. A crucial point is they did not - the hospital
paid. This is a recurring wrong natiomwide. Why worry about lying

if the nospital indemnifies ? This defeats the concept of punative.

This case made the news. 100 phone calls from all over the U.S.
convinced my lawyer and I we were wrong assuming this was just a

Local bunch of gangsters. We founded a "Semmelueis Society”. 'Peer
Review with clean hands”. This grew to 2,000 members in five years.

I will enclose a thousand names. These are real people savaged like
Semmelweis, Lister, and Pasteur.. Some like Benjamin Aaron did mot
become members. He is the Chief of Thoraic Surgery who saved president
Reagan's life. Another stellar surgeon non member is Norman Shumway
the Stanford heart tramsplant surgeon. He left Santa Barbara after
vile statments locally and went to Stanford. Dr. Arzon had one
colleague speak out for him and the administrator left. Usually the
doctors are afraid to speak out and suffer the "whistle blowers facer.

Medical history is full of people like Semmelweis the 1850
vienna doctor who studied the midwife's good results and the doctor's
cterrible results. Came down to, they washed their hands befor a
delivery and the doctors did not. Arrogant and stupid doctors also
attacked Lister and Pasteur. Only the wine industry saved Pasteur.
News sport caster Dick Shaft died because the New York doctors did
not wash their hands between patients. Doctors can be slow learners.

Medical peer Review with immunity is a disaster. 958 of doctors
and lawyers, politicans even, 905, but I have yet to find an honest
hospital administrator. The 1987 Health Care Improvement Act has

turned medical practice over to the business men. Pines of over billions
of dollars are being paid for fraud and 98 millions for criminal acts.
Like in medical peer review charts are alterad, lies are put forth.
Business men are no better than doctors. The ENRON leaders have

unbiased juries just as drug dealers and murderers do. Congress has
taken away a doctors 6th amendment right to an unbiased jury.

Who now wish to be doctors if they know this 2

First, the doctors will practice charging 1/3 to & the usual charges
if Medical Savings Accounts get the regulators out of the loop.

The suffocating controls makes billing by doctors and hospitals nearls
impossible. In Medical Savings Accounts with patient controls is a
prime example of the "free enterprise system’. The patient is the only
auditor needed. If the doctor or entity does not provide the desired
service they are not revisited. The quality of care will greatly
improve. Singapore and Chile are examples. Take out the third party
interest and strangling paper work is gome. Here is a reduction of

a least a half of medical costs and 901 of the frustration of medical
care. Here the patient becomes their own auditor. Blue Cross, Blue
Schield, Signa, Aetna, all are paying fraud fines. All governments
have failed in atempts to control medical costs. The U.S. has failed.

My all consuming interest is in obtaining the 6th Amendment
Rights of the Bill of Rights for doctors. In 1984 I could get before
a jury. These lay people counted over 30 known falsehoods my fellow
doctors and hospital administrator admitted to them. 1 was awarded
over & million dollars. The Health Care Improvement Act has Stopped
court access. California Peer Raview Law of 1991 establishes a right
o knowingly lie in medical peer review. Doctors live under the same
Inquisition that lasted 700 years because the accusers were unknown.
Often the charges were unknown. Hopefully our Inquisition will not
last 700 years. Our Bill of Rights was drafted with the Inquisition
in mind. The hospital association and Ron Wyden with the Health Care
Improvemnt Act threw away doctors rights.

I helped get National Medical Enterprize fined $379,000,000 along
With the FIC and the Teaxas Attorney General They changed their name
o Tenet Health. They did not change their spots.

The AAPS and Semmelweis Socviety financed the Patrick case to
the U.S. Supreme Court and got a ruling that peer reviewers did not
have absolute immunity. It seems half the judges still allow
absolute immunidty to lie as does the California peer review law.
Immunity is what allowed the Inguisition to last 700 years. I
retired in 1997. I am still getting 5 calls a month £rom the best
doctors destroyed by the incompetent. World Com. behavior yet to be
inhibited by good judges who do nothing. Do away with the Policy of
Non Review and hold the "good intentions in the chains of the
Constitution.

Zven the 9th Circuit cited "Shabby, Unpricipled, Unprofessional
behavior by the peer reviewers in 'Pacrick® - but immune by "State
Action".. This ARPS & Semmelweis got reversed.
